Getting to the Seminar

Mainline Stations

Underground

The nearest stations are, Goodge Street (Northern Line), Warren Street (Victoria and Northern Lines), Tottenham Court Road (Northern and Central Lines) and Euston Square (Metropolitan, Circle, Hammersmith and City Lines)

There are various short cuts, but the simplest route is to turn left and walk along Maple Street to Tottenham Court Road. Follow Tottenham Court Road until you reach Great Russell Street, which is about the 7th street on the left. Turn left onto Great Russell Street and follow this, crossing Bloomsbury Street, until you reach the British Museum, which will be an impressive building on your left.
